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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study numeral of lottery culture in Thailand, It focused on
traditional belief and body of knowledge in the alienation and modemity reflecting the binary
opposition perspective 1o express the extreme side of individual issue and to point out the problem
in the binary opposition due to its inability to study and view this culture thoroughly, reducing
several complex dimensions. Comparing scientific knowledge with traditional one or belief does not

give real or clear picture. Instead, it creates discourse concealing certain knowledge, resulting in

misunderstandings.

In this study, scientific body of knowledge was comparing with traditional one including
traditional belief and spint/supemnatural worship, etc. in order to indicate several consistent and
homogenous concepts through an analysis of semiology and discourse, power, and knowledge. The
elements of both concepts provide greater understandings of the numeral of lottery culture in
Thailand through deconstruction, specifying and understanding meanings. In fact, meaning is fluid.
But when numbers are mentioned, it implies a single meaning relating to amount, rather than
understanding. In Thailand’s lottery culture, involving people have differemt or various
understandings in numbers or their meanings. As this result, this culture and concept is not formally

accepted. Discourse concept will point out this process of concealing the meanings.



The real practice cnhances the understanding of the related concept and theory.
In the real situation, numeral meanings understood by the sample are not fixed or limited to only a
perspective of amount. This is because in the study area, different people have different body of
knowledge and beliefs that are harmoniously adjusted together in both of scientific and traditional
knowledge mentioned carlier. It can be said that that the numeral of lottery culture in Thailand

allows numerical nature fluid and ready to become new things.

From the findings of this research, a particular extreme concept can be concluded and

explained. Modem belief and knowledge is viewed as the creation of a discourse. However, cultural

natures are various and have changed over time. The binary opposition thus ex

or seeks for reducing into otherness, leading to increasing conflict and misunderstandings.
