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ABSTRACT

“Being cxpected through duties, customs and cultures of Lanna women in Ban Ton-Han-Noi
community” represents an inequality problem on rights and roles of the women who still live in
communities around Thailand's frontiers. Especially in the northemn areas, people have become familiar
with being instilled to accept a lifestyle which has been expected through their behaviors towards the
community’s traditions from generation to generation in order to be accepted from the external society
in the future. The objectives of this research are to study and analyze the problem of Lanna women in
these communities by using interviews and behavioral observations, and present the issue through a 2D

animation and installation arts to express the regimented lifestyle of Lanna women.

The finding of this study is the realization of Ban Ton-Han-Noi women's habitude about this
lifestyle. By fostering and creating the model of a good 1deal society, it lies the great ideology which is
controlling the division between public and at-home duties, and the gender inequality. Although the

society has stepped into the era of capitalism or liberalism, this studied community has yet to change

from its pastL.
