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ABSTRACT

This research aims to analyse Thailand’s patterns of its nationalist indoctrination and
reproduction which has an effect on content of modern Thai cartoons. The unit of analysis is a
modern Thai cartoon named “The Ogre King” Originally, cartoons were born with criticism
attitude. However, when they are written in Thai context, such power of criticism is seemingly
reduced. It appears that thai cartoons are another kind of media to serve the authority to government
by reproducing mainstream Thai culture and authoritative power. The unit of analysis in the present
study is a good example to reveal the attempt of Thai state in trying to cleverly conceal its political
ideology under the content of this cartoons. In other words, this research attempts to extract the

underlying ideology in the cartoon and to uncover the authoritative structure embedded in a vanety

of patterns.
