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ABSTRACT

Belief in ancient cat amulets dates to the Ayuthaya period, when evidence of cat

amulets was found in Khoi books. Originally, people believed in the value of Sacred Cats;
to bring fortune, successful commerce, and prosperity. In the present, the invention of Thai
cat fetishes are found in various forms.For example, there is the RokMaew , the three-color
cat statue and Meawtaaphet (Diamond-eye cat). Most of the worshippers "buy” or so-called
"rent" in Thailand and take it with them.

This “holy cat” thesis is a study of the relationship between "Art" and “Agency”

of the "system of action” in relationship between humans and divine cat objects that

results in sacred cats in Thai culture and tradition. It is an effort to understand the
mythology, and the beliefs of Thai cat fetishes, from the human appearance

(anthropomorphism) to the non-human, until the objects becomes transformed as an amulet

that is used in commodity fetishism.
